Entrance Rite 

At the sound of the bell, all stand for the Entrance of the Ministers into the church. 

All standing, the Celebrant says 

 Blessed be God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 
People And blessed be his kingdom, now and for ever. 
 Amen. 
 
The Celebrant says 

Almighty God, to you all hearts are open, all desires known, and from you no secrets 
are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of your Holy Spirit, 
that we may perfectly love you, and worthily magnify your holy Name; through 
Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The following is said, all standing 

Glory to God in the highest, and peace to his people on earth. Lord God, heavenly 
King, almighty God and Father, we worship you, we give you thanks, we praise 
you for your glory. Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, Lord God, Lamb of 
God, you take away the sin of the world: have mercy on us; you are seated at the 
right hand of the Father: receive our prayer. For you alone are the Holy One, you 
alone are the Lord, you alone are the Most High, Jesus Christ, with the Holy 
Spirit, in the glory of God the Father. Amen.

First Reading Jeremiah 20:7-13 

The people remain seated. 

O Lord, you have enticed me, and I was enticed; you have overpowered me, and you 
have prevailed. I have become a laughingstock all day long; everyone mocks me. For 
whenever I speak, I must cry out, I must shout, “Violence and destruction!” For the 
word of the Lord has become for me a reproach and derision all day long. If I say, “I 
will not mention him, or speak any more in his name,” then within me there is 
something like a burning fire shut up in my bones; I am weary with holding it in, 
and I cannot. For I hear many whispering: “Terror is all around! Denounce him! Let 
us denounce him!” All my close friends are watching for me to stumble. “Perhaps he 
can be enticed, and we can prevail against him, and take our revenge on him.” But 
the Lord is with me like a dread warrior; therefore my persecutors will stumble, and 
they will not prevail. They will be greatly shamed, for they will not succeed. Their 
eternal dishonor will never be forgotten. O Lord of hosts, you test the righteous, you 
see the heart and the mind; let me see your retribution upon them, for to you I have 
committed my cause. Sing to the Lord; praise the Lord! For he has delivered the life 
of the needy from the hands of evildoers.

Psalm 69:8-11(12-17)18-20  

8 Surely, for your sake have I suffered reproach, * 
  and shame has covered my face. 
  

9 I have become a stranger to my own kindred, * 
  an alien to my mother’s children. 
  

10 Zeal for your house has eaten me up; * 



  the scorn of those who scorn you has fallen upon me. 
  

11 I humbled myself with fasting, * 
  but that was turned to my reproach. 
  

12 [I put on sack-cloth also, * 
  and became a byword among them. 
  

13 Those who sit at the gate murmur against me, * 
  and the drunkards make songs about me. 
  

14 But as for me, this is my prayer to you, * 
  at the time you have set, O LORD:

20 Draw near to me and redeem me; * 
  because of my enemies deliver me. 
 
Second Reading Romans 6:1b-11 

A Reading from Paul’s letter to the Church in Rome. 

Should we continue in sin in order that grace may abound? By no means! How can 
we who died to sin go on living in it? Do you not know that all of us who have been 
baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? Therefore we have been 
buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the 
dead by the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. For if we 
have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be united with him 



in a resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him so that 
the body of sin might be destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For 
whoever has died is freed from sin. But if we have died with Christ, we believe that 
we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being raised from the dead, will 
never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. The death he died, he died 
to sin, once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. So you also must consider 
yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.

Holy Gospel Matthew 10:24-39 

Please be seated. 

Priest The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Matthew. 
People Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
 
Jesus said to the twelve apostles, “A disciple is not above the teacher, nor a slave 
above the master; it is enough for the disciple to be like the teacher, and the slave 
like the master. If they have called the master of the house Beelzebul, how much 
more will they malign those of his household! So have no fear of them; for nothing 
is covered up that will not be uncovered, and nothing secret that will not become 
known. What I say to you in the dark, tell in the light; and what you hear whispered, 
proclaim from the housetops. Do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill 
the soul; rather fear him who can destroy both soul and body in hell. Are not two 
sparrows sold for a penny? Yet not one of them will fall to the ground apart from 
your Father. And even the hairs of your head are all counted. So do not be afraid; 
you are of more value than many sparrows. Everyone therefore who acknowledges 
me before others, I also will acknowledge before my Father in heaven; but whoever 
denies me before others, I also will deny before my Father in heaven. Do not think 
that I have come to bring peace to the earth; I have not come to bring peace, but a 
sword. For I have come to set a man against his father, and a daughter against her 
mother, and a daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law; and one’s foes will be 
members of one’s own household. Whoever loves father or mother more than me is 
not worthy of me; and whoever loves son or daughter more than me is not worthy of 
me; and whoever does not take up the cross and follow me is not worthy of me. 



Those who find their life will lose it, and those who lose their life for my sake will 
find it.”

Nicene Creed

Leader: Grant us, O Lover of Souls, the grace and wisdom to use new maps when 
you light up different roads to follow. Help us claim the power of faith shared in 
community and the gifts that we can use to fulfill the vison of ministry and mission 
you set before us. God of all holy people, 

People: Help us remember the promises we made at our baptisms. 

Leader: God of Justice and Truth, we pray for our nation. Teach us humility, open 
our hearts to those who are different, give us compassion and understanding, forgive 
us our sins and restore us to health. May all of us learn from the relatedness of God 
how to live in love for each other. God who calls us to Justice and forgives us,

People: Open our hearts to know the healing power of your love. 

Leader: We pray for those who have died. May we know the presence of that cloud of 
witnesses around us as we seek to be your people. Bless all those who mourn and 
those who, in their grief, know the sure and certain promise of eternal life in you. 
God of forever and from before time, 

People: We praise you for the wonder of eternal life. 

All remain standing. 

For yours is the majesty, O Father, Son, and Holy Spirit; yours is the kingdom and 
the power and the glory, now and for ever. Amen. 

Confession of Sin BCP p. 360 

The priest says, 

Let us confess our sins against God and our neighbor. 

A period of silence is observed. 

Minister and People together say 

Most merciful God, 
we confess that we have sinned against you 
in thought, word, and deed, 
by what we have done, 
and by what we have left undone. 
We have not loved you with our whole heart; 
we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, 



have mercy on us and forgive us; 
that we may delight in your will, 
and walk in your ways, 
to the glory of your Name. Amen. 
 

The Bishop, when present, or the Priest, stands and says 

Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins 
through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you in all 
goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in 
eternal life. Amen.

Celebrant The peace of the Lord be always with you. 
People And also with you.

God of all power, Ruler of the Universe, you are worthy of glory and praise. 

Glory to you for ever and ever. 

At your command all things came to be: the vast expanse of interstellar space, 
galaxies, suns, the planets in their courses, and this fragile earth, our island home. 

By your will they were created and have their being. 

From the primal elements you brought forth the human race, and blessed us with 
memory, reason, and skill. You made us the rulers of creation. But we turned against 
you, and betrayed your trust; and we turned against one another. 

Have mercy, Lord, for we are sinners in your sight. 

Again and again, you called us to return. Through prophets and sages you revealed 
your righteous Law. And in the fullness of time you sent your only Son, born of a 
woman, to fulfill your Law, to open for us the way of freedom and peace. 

By his blood, he reconciled us. By his wounds, we are healed. 

And therefore we praise you, joining with the heavenly chorus, with prophets, 
apostles, and martyrs, and with all those in every generation who have looked to you 
in hope, to proclaim with them your glory, in their unending hymn: 

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven and earth are full of your 
glory. Hosanna in the highest. Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest. 

The Celebrant continues 

And so, Father, we who have been redeemed by him, and made a new people by 
water and the Spirit, now bring before you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy 
Spirit to be the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ our Lord. On the night he was 
betrayed he took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread, and gave it to his friends, 
and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the 



remembrance of me.” After supper, he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, 
“Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you 
and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the 
remembrance of me.” Remembering now his work of redemption, and offering to 
you this sacrifice of thanksgiving, 

We celebrate his death and resurrection, as we await the day of his coming. 

Lord God of our Fathers; God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; God and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ: Open our eyes to see your hand at work in the world about us. 
Deliver us from the presumption of coming to this Table for solace only, and not for 
strength; for pardon only, and not for renewal. Let the grace of this Holy 
Communion make us one body, one spirit in Christ, that we may worthily serve the 
world in his name. 

Risen Lord, be known to us in the breaking of the Bread. 

Accept these prayers and praises, Father, through Jesus Christ our great High Priest, 
to whom, with you and the Holy Spirit, your Church gives honor, glory, and 
worship, from generation to generation. AMEN. 

The Celebrant then continues 

And now, as our Savior 
Christ has taught us, 
we are bold to say, 
 
People and Celebrant 

Our Father, who art in heaven, 
 hallowed be thy Name, 
 thy kingdom come, 
 thy will be done, 
  on earth as it is in heaven. 
Give us this day our daily bread. 
And forgive us our trespasses, 
 as we forgive those 
  who trespass against us. 
And lead us not into temptation, 
 but deliver us from evil. 



For thine is the kingdom, 
 and the power, and the glory, 
 for ever and ever.

Breaking of the Bread 

A period of silence is kept. 

Alleluia. Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us; 
Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia. 

At the invitation to Communion, feed on Christ in your heart by faith as you pray these words:  

In union, O Lord, with your faithful people at every altar of your Church, where the 
Holy Eucharist is now being celebrated, I desire to offer to you praise and 
thanksgiving. I remember your death, Lord Christ; I proclaim your resurrection; I 
await your coming in glory. Since I cannot receive you today in the Sacrament of 
your Body and Blood, I beseech you to come spiritually into my heart. Cleanse and 
strengthen me with your grace, Lord Jesus, and let me never be separated from you. 
May I live in you, and you in me, in this life and in the life to come. Amen. 

After Communion, the Celebrant says 

Let us pray. 

The Celebrant and People together say 

Eternal God, heavenly Father, 
you have graciously accepted us as living members 
of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ, 
and you have fed us with spiritual food 
in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood. 
Send us now into the world in peace, 
and grant us strength and courage 
to love and serve you 
with gladness and singleness of heart; 
through Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 



Blessing 

The priest blesses the people, saying 

The peace of God, which passes all understanding, keep your hearts and minds in 
the knowledge and love of God, and of his Son Jesus Christ our Lord; and the 
blessing of God Almighty, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, be among you, 
and remain with you always.
