Our Liturgy of the Word of God 
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First Reading 
Isaiah 5:1-7 

All sit. 

A Reading from the book of the prophet Isaiah. 

Let me sing for my beloved my love-song concerning his vineyard: My beloved 
had a vineyard on a very fertile hill. He dug it and cleared it of stones, and 
planted it with choice vines; he built a watchtower in the midst of it, and 
hewed out a wine vat in it; he expected it to yield grapes, but it yielded wild 
grapes. And now, inhabitants of Jerusalem and people of Judah, judge 
between me and my vineyard. What more was there to do for my vineyard 
that I have not done in it? When I expected it to yield grapes, why did it yield 
wild grapes? And now I will tell you what I will do to my vineyard. 

I will remove its hedge, and it shall be devoured; I will break down its wall, 
and it shall be trampled down. I will make it a waste; it shall not be pruned or 
hoed, and it shall be overgrown with briers and thorns; I will also command 
the clouds that they rain no rain upon it. For the vineyard of the Lord of 
hosts is the house of Israel, and the people of Judah are his pleasant planting; 
he expected justice, but saw bloodshed; righteousness, but heard a cry!

Second Reading 
Philippians 3:4b-14 

A Reading from Paul’s letter to the Philippians. 

If anyone else has reason to be confident in the flesh, I have more: 
circumcised on the eighth day, a member of the people of Israel, of the tribe 
of Benjamin, a Hebrew born of Hebrews; as to the law, a Pharisee; as to zeal, a 
persecutor of the church; as to righteousness under the law, blameless. 

Yet whatever gains I had, these I have come to regard as loss because of 
Christ. More than that, I regard everything as loss because of the surpassing 
value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For his sake I have suffered the loss of 
all things, and I regard them as rubbish, in order that I may gain Christ and 
be found in him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes from the 
law, but one that comes through faith in Christ, the righteousness from God 
based on faith. I want to know Christ and the power of his resurrection and 
the sharing of his sufferings by becoming like him in his death, if somehow I 
may attain the resurrection from the dead. 

Not that I have already obtained this or have already reached the goal; but I 
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press on to make it my own, because Christ Jesus has made me his own. 
Beloved, I do not consider that I have made it my own; but this one thing I 
do: forgetting what lies behind and straining forward to what lies ahead, I 
press on toward the goal for the prize of the heavenly call of God in Christ 
Jesus.

Matthew 21:33-46

Priest The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Matthew. 
People Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
 
Jesus said, “Listen to another parable. There was a landowner who planted a 
vineyard, put a fence around it, dug a wine press in it, and built a watchtower. 
Then he leased it to tenants and went to another country. When the harvest 
time had come, he sent his slaves to the tenants to collect his produce. But 
the tenants seized his slaves and beat one, killed another, and stoned another. 
Again he sent other slaves, more than the first; and they treated them in the 
same way. Finally he sent his son to them, saying, ‘They will respect my son.’ 
But when the tenants saw the son, they said to themselves, ‘This is the heir; 
come, let us kill him and get his inheritance.’ So they seized him, threw him 
out of the vineyard, and killed him. Now when the owner of the vineyard 
comes, what will he do to those tenants?” They said to him, “He will put those 
wretches to a miserable death, and lease the vineyard to other tenants who 
will give him the produce at the harvest time.” 

Jesus said to them, “Have you never read in the scriptures: ‘The stone that the 
builders rejected has become the cornerstone; this was the Lord’s doing, and 
it is amazing in our eyes’? 

Therefore I tell you, the kingdom of God will be taken away from you and 
given to a people that produces the fruits of the kingdom. The one who falls 
on this stone will be broken to pieces; and it will crush anyone on whom it 
falls.” 

When the chief priests and the Pharisees heard his parables, they realized that 
he was speaking about them. They wanted to arrest him, but they feared the 
crowds, because they regarded him as a prophet.

And we pray that those who hate 
might discover the humanity of those they hate so that the power of hatred 
and fear might be broken and that we might not be drawn into hating and 
fearing in return.  O Blessed Trinity, One God, 
The People: Hear our prayer. 
 
The Leader: We pray for all those who suffer in any way: for the lost, the 
lonely, and the unloved; for the sick, of body, mind, or spirit; for the 
homeless, the destitute, and the hungry, for refugees, prisoners, and the 
tortured; and for all who turn to God for help, sustenance, and relief.  We 
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pray especially for: ________, that they might know the healing and 
comforting presence of the hand of God.  O Blessed Trinity, One God, 
The People: Hear our prayer. 
 
The Leader: We pray for those who have died and for those who grieve that 
the hope of the resurrection of Jesus might comfort them, renew faith, and 
lead those who have died home to God’s eternity.  We remember especially 
those  who are close to our hearts: _________.  O Blessed Trinity, One God, 
The People: Hear our prayer. 
  
Silence for private prayer 
 
The Presider: Holy God in our midst: hear our prayers, not only of our 
lips, but of our hearts as well.  And grant our requests as is best for us and for 
all for whom we pray.  This we ask in the Name of Jesus through the power of 
the Holy Spirit. 
The People: Amen. 
 
The Confession of Sin 

The Deacon or Presider says 
Let us confess our sins against God and our neighbor. 
All kneel as they are able.   
 
Silence for self examination. 
 
The Minister and People then say: 
Most merciful God, 
we confess that we have sinned against you 
in thought, word, and deed, 
by what we have done, 
and by what we have left undone. 
We have not loved you with our whole heart; 
we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, 
have mercy on us and forgive us; 
that we may delight in your will, 
and walk in your ways, 
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to the glory of your Name.  Amen. 
 
The Bishop when present, or the Priest, stands and says 
Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through our Lord 
Jesus Christ, strengthen you in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy 
Spirit keep you in eternal life. 
The People:   Amen. 
 
 
  Our Sharing the Peace of Jesus Christ 
  The Presider:  The peace of the Lord be always with you.

Our Liturgy of the Holy Communion 
 
The Offering of Our Lives and of Our Gifts back to God 
Representatives of the congregation bring the people’s offerings to the deacon or Presider 
of bread and wine, and money or other gifts, as we offer our lives back to God in faith 
and in faithful life and work. 
 
The people stand while the offerings are presented and placed on the Altar and sing:

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The people remain standing. The Presider, whether bishop or priest, faces them and 
sings: 
 

 

 

 

 

The Presider continues on behalf of all who are present: 
It is truly right, and good and joyful, to give you thanks, all-holy God, source 
of life and fountain of mercy.  You have filled us and all creation with your 
blessing and fed us with your constant love; you have redeemed us in Jesus 
Christ and knit us into one body.  Through your Spirit you replenish us and 
call us to fullness of life.  Therefore, joining with Angels and Archangels and 
with all the faithful of every generation, we lift our voices with all creation as 
we sing: 
 
All sing or say: 
The “Holy, Holy, Holy” from Isaiah 6:3 
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The people stand or kneel as the Presider continues: 
Blessed are you, gracious God, creator of the universe and giver of life.  You 
formed us in your own image and called us to dwell in your infinite love.  You 
gave the world into our care that we might be your faithful stewards and show 
forth your bountiful grace. 
 
But we failed to honor your image in one another and in ourselves; we would 
not see your goodness in the world around us; and so we violated your 
creation, abused one another, and rejected your love.  Yet you never ceased to 
care for us, and prepared the way of salvation for all people. 
 
Through Abraham and Sarah you called us into covenant with you.  You 
delivered us from slavery, and sustained us in the wilderness, and raised up 
prophets to renew your promise of salvation.  Then, in the fullness of time, 
you sent your eternal Word, made mortal flesh in Jesus.  Born into the 
human family, and dwelling among us, he revealed your glory.  Giving himself 
freely to death on the cross, he triumphed over evil, opening the way of 
freedom and life. 
 
On the night before he died for us, our Savior Jesus Christ took bread, and 
when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his friends, and 
said: “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the 
remembrance of me.”  As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine, and 
when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said: “Drink this, all of 
you: this is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is poured out for you and 
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for all for the forgiveness of sin.  Whenever you drink it, do this for the 
remembrance of me.” 
 
Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 
The Presider and the People: 
Christ has died. 
Christ is risen. 
Christ will come again. 
 
The Presider continues 
Remembering his death and resurrection, we now present to you from your 
creation this bread and this wine.  By your Holy Spirit may they be for us the 
Body and Blood of our Savior Jesus Christ.  Grant that we who share these 
gifts may be filled with the Holy Spirit and live as Christ’s Body in the world.  
Bring us into the everlasting heritage of your daughters and sons, that with 
[___________ and] all your saints, past, present, and yet to come, we may 
praise your Name for ever. 
 
By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor 
and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever. AMEN.

The Breaking of the Bread 
The Presider breaks the consecrated Bread. 
A period of silence is kept. 
Then may be sung the Fraction Anthem.  The People repeat the refrain after the priest 
sings it the first time, and then after each verse.

Now send us forth in the power of your Spirit, 
that we may proclaim your redeeming love to the world and continue for ever in the 
risen life of Christ our Savior.  Amen.
