Our Liturgy of the Word of God

The people sit. Readings are on the insert in the bulletin.

The First Reading - Ecclesiasticus 44: 1-10, 13-14

Let us now sing the praises of famous men, our ancestors in their
generations. The Lord apportioned to them great glory, his majesty from the
beginning. There were those who ruled in their kingdoms, and made a name
for themselves by their valor; those who gave counsel because they were
intelligent; those who spoke in prophetic oracles; those who led the people
by their counsels and by their knowledge of the people's lore; they were wise
in their words of instruction; those who composed musical tunes, or put
verses in writing; rich men endowed with resources, living peacefully in their
homes - all these were honored in their generations, and were the pride of
their times. Some of them have left behind a name, so that others declare
their praise. But of others there is no memory; they have perished as though
they had never existed; they have become as though they had never been
born, they and their children after them. But these also were godly men,
whose righteous deeds have not been forgotten; Their offspring will continue
forever, and their glory will never be blotted out. Their bodies are buried in
peace, but their name lives on generation after generation.

The Reading from the Christian New Testament
Revelation 7: 2-4, 9-17

[ saw another angel ascending from the rising of the sun, having the seal of the living God,
and he called with a loud voice to the four angels who had been given power to damage earth
and sea,saying, "Do not damage the earth or the sea or the trees, until we have marked the
servants of our God with a seal on their foreheads."

And I heard the number of those who were sealed, one hundred forty-four thousand, sealed
out of every tribe of the people of Israel. After this I looked, and there was a great multitude
that no one could count, from every nation, from all tribes and peoples and languages,
standing before the throne and before the Lamb, robed in white, with palm branches in their
hands. They cried out in a loud voice, saying, "Salvation belongs to our God who is seated on
the throne, and to the Lamb!" And all the angels stood around the throne and around the
elders and the four living creatures, and they fell on their faces before the throne and
worshiped God, singing, "Amen! Blessing and glory and wisdom and thanksgiving and honor
and power and might be to our God forever and ever! Amen."

Then one of the elders addressed me, saying, "Who are these, robed in white, and where have
they come from?" I said to him, "Sir, you are the one that knows." Then he said to me, "These
are they who have come out of the great ordeal; they have washed their robes and made them
white in the blood of the Lamb. "For this reason they are before the throne of God, and
worship him day and night within his temple, and the one who is seated on the throne will



shelter them. They will hunger no more, and thirst no more; the sun will not strike them, nor
any scorching heat; for the Lamb at the center of the throne will be their shepherd, and he
will guide them to springs of the water of life, and God will wipe away every tear from their
eyes."

We pray for all who have died, that they may have a place in your eternal
kingdom.

Lord, let your lovingkindness be upon them;

Who put their trust in you.

The Presider adds a concluding prayer.
The People respond: Amen.

Confession of Sin

All kneel.

Let us confess our sins against God and our neighbor.
Silence.

Minister and People

Most merciful God,

we confess that we have sinned against you
in thought, word, and deed,

We have not loved you with our whole heart;
we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves.
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent.

Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through our Lord
Jesus Christ, strengthen you in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit
keep you in eternal life.

All stand.

Celebrant The peace of Christ be always with you.
People And also with you.

Then the Ministers and the People may greet one another in the name of the Lord.
Announcements
Announcements may be made at this point in the service.

Holy Communion

The Celebrant says

Let us with gladness present the offerings and oblations of our life and labor to

the Lord.

Our Announcements gather the life, concerns, and events of this community
into our worship.

Our Liturgy of the Marriage Feast of the Lamb

The Offering of Our Lives and of Our Gifts back to God

Representatives of the congregation bring the people’s offerings to the deacon or Presider of
bread and wine, and money or other gifts, as we offer our lives back to God in faith and in

faithful life and work.
The people stand while the offerings are presented and placed on the Altar and sing:

The people remain standing. The Presider,
whether bishop or priest, faces them and sings:

The Celebrant proceeds

It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to
you, Father Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth.

For in the multitude of your saints, you have surrounded us with a great cloud
of witnesses, that we might rejoice in their fellowship, and run with endurance
the race that is set before us; and, together with them, receive the crown of glory
that never fades away.

Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and
with all the company of heaven, who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the
glory of your Name:
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The people stand or kneel as the Presider continues:

We acclaim you, holy Lord, glorious in power. Your mighty works reveal your
wisdom and love. You formed us in your own image, giving the whole world into
our care, so that, in obedience to you, our Creator, we might rule and serve all
your creatures. When our disobedience took us far from you, you did not
abandon us to the power of death. In your mercy you came to our help, so that
in seeking you we might find you. Again and again you called us into covenant
with you, and through the prophets you taught us to hope for salvation.
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Father, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent your
only Son to be our Savior. Incarnate by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary,
he lived as one of us, yet without sin. To the poor he proclaimed the good news
of salvation; to prisoners, freedom; to the sorrowful, joy. To fulfill your purpose
he gave himself up to death; and, rising from the grave, destroyed death, and
made the whole creation new. And, that we might live no longer for ourselves,
but for him who died and rose for us, he sent the Holy Spirit, his own first gift
for those who believe, to complete his work in the world, and to bring to
fulfillment the sanctification of all.

When the hour had come for him to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father,
having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end; at supper
with them he took bread, and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and
gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for
you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” After supper he took the cup of wine;
and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, “Drink this, all of
you. This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many
for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance
of me.”

Father, we now celebrate this memorial of our redemption recalling Christ’s
death and his descent among the dead, proclaiming his resurrection and
ascension to your right hand, awaiting his coming in glory; and offering to you,
from the gifts you have given us, this bread and this cup, we praise you and we
bless you.

Presider and People
We praise you, we bless you, we give thanks to you, and we pray to you, Lord
our God.

The Presider continues

Lord, we pray that in your goodness and mercy your Holy Spirit may descend
upon us, and upon these gifts, sanctifying them and showing them to be holy gifts
for your holy people, the bread of life and the cup of salvation, the Body and
Blood of your Son Jesus Christ. Grant that all who share this bread and cup may
become one body and one spirit, a living sacrifice in Christ, to the praise of your
Name.
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Remember, Lord, your one holy catholic and apostolic Church, redeemed by the
blood of your Christ. Reveal its unity, guard its faith, and preserve it in peace.
Remember all who have died in the peace of Christ, and those whose faith is
known to you alone; bring them into the place of eternal joy and light. And grant
that we may find our inheritance with the Blessed Virgin Mary, with patriarchs,
prophets, apostles, and martyrs, (with ) and all the saints who have
found favor with you in ages past. We praise you in union with them and give
you glory through your Son Jesus Christ our Lord.

Through Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ, all honor and glory are yours,
Almighty God and Father, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, for ever and ever.
